Civilization lesson about Budapest

On the third day a bus excursion was organised to the Visegrad castle on the Danube 28 km away form Budapest. It was built in the XIII. century and had a great role in the history of Hungary. It consists of  3 parts, the Citadel, the Lower Castle and the Water Tower down to the Danube.
Its wax museum shows the atmospheres of everyday life of the medieval castle and a feast in the time of the first royal assize of Visegrad ( 1335 ). The Visegrad summer bobsled track provided a joyful activity for the braver enterprising students.
We had a great lunch in a restaurant on the bank of the Danube in Dunabogdány.
The next stop was the small town, Szentendre 14km from Budapest. This town is famous for its narrow streets, merchant houses, galleries, the small main square and a lot of orthodox churches. The town was established by Serbian, Greek and Dalmatian merchants.
